Attached you will find schedules for all the Summer Recreation activities planned for this
summer. Because of the declining numbers of participants, we have made changes from
past years. T-Ball, PeeWee Boys and Girls and Little League Girls Fastpitch will no
longer have different practice days and game days. Those teams will now have a practice
session first and then immediately follow the practice with a scrimmage. With the high
price of gas we are trying to save parents an extra trip to town.

All summer recreation activities include a minimal fee for accident insurance that has
been purchased by the school district. The policy covers all participants in the Summer
Recreation Program. When injury covered by this policy results in treatment by a
licensed physician within 30 days from the date of injury, the company will pay the usual
and customary charges incurred for necessary services and supplies for charges actually
incurred within one year from date of injury, up to a maximum of $5,000 per injury. This
plan covers only medical expenses that are not payable by other valid coverage.
Therefore, you must first file a claim with your own family coverage.

The Summer Recreation Program Staff is looking forward to providing a safe and fun
summer of baseball, basketball, volleyball and golf for the area children.

Swimming lessons at the Rock Co. Community Pool in Luverne will be held for two
weeks starting August 3™ and ending August 14™. The $40.00 fee includes transportation
by Hoffenkamp Bus Co. to Luverne. Children must be five years old to register.
